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Our important patinated bronze mural ornament, embossed and chiseled in haut relief, depicts 
the head of Apollo. An imposing hair surrounds his face. 
 
This motif is dominant in the ornamental repertoire of Louis XIV, who chose for his emblem - the 
Sun personified by Apollo, the Greek god of peace and the arts.
